From that moment on I continuously keep track of Oracle technology stack, all through versions 9i to 10g, and thanks to my IT journalist position I missed  only a few events organized by Oracle Croatia. Lately I've been covering IBM events as well.

Although I have no official certificates over the years I got very acquainted with Oracle technology, and also with Oracle Inc, corporate policy and people working in Oracle. As a proof I have several interviews with high rank Oracle executives such as Ken Jacobs and Xavier Lopez Director of Spatial Technologies).
Since May 2001 I write for Mrez@, and work for Croatian Forest Administration as a Surveyor since November the same year, working in parallel on the two careers for almost three years. In Croatian Forests, except with the pure geodetic and field tasks, I spend my time working with GIS (Geo Information Systems) and CAD (Computer Aided Design) software, and as an IT support for my colleagues in Zagreb Subsidiary.

In the beginning of 2005 I switched jobs, and went to work as a technical consultant/presales consultant in Komteh d.o.o. My job includes giving technical support for a wide selection of geodetic and construction measuring instruments, as well as software. Some of the biggest contracts I worked on are delivering high end scanner and complementary software for leaves and roots analysis to the Faculty of Forestry in Zagreb, as well as a similar package for the Institute for Adriatic Meliorations in Split. Through my work in Komteh I've got acquainted with direct sales, participating in, and lately independently  preparing, offerings for such complex projects as double frequency geodetic RTK GPS receivers with complementary software, worth several thousand Kunas (30,000 USD plus).
In all of the above mentioned cases I successfully organized and executed basic training for end users, to whom I give intensive technical support.

As a journalist and contributing editor in Mrež@ I write about enterprise computing, IBM, Oracle and GNU/Linux. Over the years I used the opportunity to selfstudy  and advance in the world of Information Technology. Mainly, as a Linux enthusiast, I delved with different distributions of GNU/Linux, different open source programs like PostgreSQL and Apache, programming in C++ and Java, and studying the intricacies of highly complex solutions like Oracle Collaboration Suite and IBM Lotus Workplace.

Lately I'm expanding my focus to hardware, especially regarding the IBM technology. I published several articles about the first iSeries servers based on the POWER5 processor, about the new pSeries, and one covering the TotalStorage products.

I'm a certified Linux administrator (brainbench.com), and I'm skilled with diverse versions of MS Windows. I've studied and used C++, Java and several more "scripting" languages.

Although I write and speak English fluently, I also learned German in the high school, but unfortunately I haven't had the opportunity to exercise it much afterwards. My hobby is reading (mostly SF novels), but most of my free time I spend with my son Jakov and wife Danijela. 

09.03.2004. – After the civil service the Croatian Forest Administration rehires me as a surveyor in Zagreb subsidiary. My daily tasks are mainly field data processing and  working with GIS and CAD software.
